WYTRANS Conference and Bus Roadeo, October 1-4, 

2008. 
Pre-conference training will begin 

on Wednesday, October 1, with 

CTAA’s PASS (Passenger Service 
and Safety Certification) for new 

drivers and escorts.  The two-day 

PASS course covers driver sensitivity and teaches 

drivers to be more in tune with passenger needs.  
Americans with Disability Act (ADA) requirements, 

emergency evacuation procedures, and much more is 

taught in this hands-on class.  WYTRANS Trainer 
Renae Jording from Cheyenne Transit will be the 

instructor. 

Full conference activities begin Thursday morning.  
Gary Heland of the Small Urban and Rural Transit 

Center (SURTC) in Fargo, North Dakota will be 

teaching a morning session on Risk Management. Gary 

will walk the group through a process of dealing with the 
uncertainty of loss in all aspects of an organization 

Pete Abrams the Crime Prevention Officer for the 

Casper Police Department will be opening the drug and 
alcohol afternoon session with an informative session on 

Drug and Alcohol Familiarization. This workshop is 

designed to improve your ability to recognize 
employees, co-workers and riders who may be impaired 

by drugs or alcohol. Marge Cole and Sean Solan will 

follow up with a workshop reviewing new Federal 

Transit Administration requirements.   
The Safe Driver course was designed by WYTRANS 

Trainers specifically for transit drivers.  This class is for 
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first-time participants and/or those needing to be 
recertified.  Rod Slocum will be the 

instructor for both the Thursday and 

Friday Safe Driver course. 

The WYTRANS Board will meet 
Thursday from 4:30 p.m. to 7 p.m. at the 

Snow King Resort.  All WYTRANS 

members are welcome to attend.   
Friday classes begin with Pete Abrams presenting a 

session on  Road Rage and Aggressive Driving. This 

session will instruct drivers on how to react to aggressive 
drivers and how to avoid incidents of road rage. 

The WYDOT Staff will be presenting a session on 

Friday morning. They will be covering such topics as 

ride reporting, Civil Rights and ADA concepts as well as 
some future projections for funding needs 

Also on Friday, Tom Coogan and Aaron Knox from 

RouteMatch Software will  facilitate a discussion on 
dispatching software.   

The PASS Recertification Course will be offered 

Friday afternoon. This course is a half-day refresher for 
drivers who took the two-day class three years ago and 

now must recertify.   

Tom Guheen a professional river guide and 

WYTRANS Trainer has planned the first ever 
WYTRANS FLOAT TRIP to be held Friday afternoon.

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Awards will be presented to the top five bus roadeo 
contestants.  All top five roadeo finishers will receive 

WYTRANS jackets and cash prizes.  The first-place 

bus roadeo winner will receive  $1,000 cash and a trip to 
CTAA’s 2009 National Bus Roadeo and EXPO.

member. 
The roadeo should conclude around 1:00 p.m.  

Drivers and judges will then meet at the Snow King 

Resort for the awards banquet. The bus roadeo results 
will be announced at the banquet, along with 

WYTRANS annual award winners.  All those in  

attendance at Saturday’s Awards Banquet will be 
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eligible for a $100 cash drawing 
donated by CATC.

Thursday and Friday  with their 

newest equipment and the latest 
technology.  The conference is a
